Monthly Summary

The Chui team was off-duty as from the 2nd to 16th of  December .Upon resuming duty the team discovered the 
charcoal activities had crept back into areas that had previously been patrolled particularly in the triangle area. The 
team responded by directing much of its effort to tackle this problem and thanks to the teams hard work,  there has 
been a reduction of charcoal kilns in these hotspot area. Also on the decline is the number of snares being lifted in 
teams’ area of operation which reflects upon the team efforts, and ensures the security of the wildlife. On the 31st of 
December an aerial patrol was done by the DSWT aerial unit and a carcass of an elephant was sighted with tusks still 
intact, the team followed up on the ground and was able to collect them and hand over to KWS.
As this is the last report for the year 2012 the team would like to extend their gratitude to all those who support the 
David Sheldrick Wildlife Trust, because without this support the project would not be possible. The team would also 
like to thank KWS (Kenya wildlife service) for all the hard work they have carried out in collaboration with the DSWT 
this year through the anti poaching unit.  The Nyati Team members look forward to working together in the year 2013 
and hope to continue to make a significant and valuable difference in protecting Kenya’s wildlife and natural resources.
