Monthly Summary

This report was done two fold by two different team leaders.

First Half
The team resumed from an off duty soon after the team leader passed out from Manyani Law Enforcement Academy, 
and embarked on the normal desnaring operations. The team’s patrols were conducted in areas including: Utu, 
Metava, Kikunduku, Kenzili, Umani and Kibwezi forest which encompasses Dwa estate and Aligon areas. There were 
no incidences of illegal activities seen in areas including Aligon, Umani, Dwa where logging was evident and the team 
made arrests. Inside the park few illegalities prevailed in Kenzili area, while major incidence of vegetation degradation 
and snaring were more in Kithasyo and Utu area where we put a lot of emphasis on.
On 11th day of the month after a tip off  we managed to arrest two notorious poachers who had laid sixteen snares at 
different animal routes, this were  meant to trap medium sized .The team also apprehended a charcoal burner and a 
cattle herder in the same area, they were booked at Kibwezi Police Station.
Cases of massive tree destruction through illegal logging and charcoal burning were evident in Kikunduku and Utu, to 
curb the menace we frequented patrols, arrested and charged the perpetrators. During the operations we managed to 
arrest more than ten culprits and destroyed charcoal kilns that were either being prepared or that were still active.

Second Half
Work began as usual with full support of KWS rangers. All historically notorious hotspots (Metava, Kaunguni, 
Kikunduku, Kiboko and Utu) were regularly visited and thoroughly patrolled. This yielded tremendous positive results 
that saw 37 arrests being made and booked; the most remarkable one being an Elephant poacher from whom 2 
Tusks were recovered and 17 poison arrows. Other dorminant illegal activities remained logging, charcoal burning and 
illegal livestock incursion.
The team remains psyched up to do even more in the coming month.
