Monthly Summary
Ndovu Team March 2013 Summery Report

The team began its operation on the 17th of the month after returning from an off and visited Umbi area accompanied
by Nyati team. Some bicycles tracks were sighted crossing in and out of the Park. The team tried on several
occasions to lay ambushes on the main known poacher’s routes but to no avail. The team will again visit the area next
month to monitor the situation on the ground. The team relocated to Gazi area around River Athi, where patrols were
done for four consecutive days and managed to arrest two poachers trying to lay snares and burning charcoal at the
same time. These people were booked at Kibwezi Police Station waiting for sentencing. Several charcoal kilns were
destroyed and a snared leopard carcass was found. The team noted that poaching and charcoal burning were the
major illegal activities in that area. Upon returning to the base, the team patrolled Power line area where five medium
snares were lifted and three poacher’s footprints sighted. The foot prints were followed till they crossed over to the
community land. Kalovoto area was visited and the team lifted three old snares and destroyed an old shooting blind.
The team believes that the poachers are wary because of the team’s persistent patrols in that area throughout this
past month. Towards the end of the month, the team patrolled Tiva area where no illegal activities were sighted. The
team believes that poachers are now busy concentrating on their farms as the long rains are here.
