Monthly Summary

During the month of December the Nyati team was off duty for 15days, from the 1st until the 16th of December. On
reporting back the team got straight back into the field to carry out patrols. Covering much of Kasaala power line area
and founding little sign of illegal activities. The Team then patrolled Kalovoto area and managed to recover an
elephant tusk with which upon close examination, came to a conclusion that the elephant had broken a piece of
his/her tusk it while wallowing in the mud nearby. The moved on to check on known poaching hotspots at Tundani
area and found three fresh active poacher’s shooting hideouts and destroyed them all. During patrols along the Tiva
River, fresh human footprints were seen heading outside the park, these prints most likely belonged to poachers, as
this is a known route for poachers. When patrolling at Kyae rock area, the team was pleased to see wild animal
spoor/scat which was a clear sign of security of the wildlife in that area.

The Nyati team extended its patrol efforts to Gazi area and found that the area was flooded with illegal livestock
grazing, sighting thousands of cattle. Charcoal burning and snaring were also prominent problems in the area. In
response to these findings the Nyati team relentlessly combed the area and managed to arrest four men, two of which
were illegal charcoal burners and the other two were grazing their livestock in the park.
